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Greetings from San Marcos de Colon Honduras, and trusting that all of you are well and rejoicing in 
the Lord´s blessings. There is a lot of news to report, as usual, because God´s blessings are many 
here on the mission field. 

Joan´s health is improving and she is getting stronger everyday.  For those of you who have not 
heard of her recent illness, you may go to www.goodsamaritan.ms, and read “Joan´s Journal”, 
which will give a detailed report.  She suffered a very severe hemorrhage in her stomach and had to 
travel almost three hours to the hospital. 
Arriving at the hospital in desperate need of 
blood transfusions, we learned that she had 
a very rare type blood, A Negative, and 
there was very little of this blood in Hondu-
ras.  The doctors had little hope for her but 
once again God has provided a miracle.  
Calls went out everywhere for blood and at 
the same time thousands were praying in 
the churches, the schools, and through the 
radio.  The doctor told her she must have a 
lot of  “influence above”. A blood thinner 
that she was taking caused her blood to be-
come too thin and the doctors here say this 
is what caused the internal bleeding.  We 
know that God is still in control of our lives. 

On September 15th, the streets of San Marcos 
were once again filled with Good Samaritan School students marching through town in celebration 
of Independence Day.  This year the public schools did not march but over 1200 Good Samaritan 
students with Bibles in hand showed the town of San Marcos not only their patriotism to their coun-
try but also to God. 

Yesterday, we visited the Sinai Baptist Church in the city of Choluteca which is our third church in 
this large city.  It was a surprise visit, the pastor did not know we were coming.  The service had al-
ready started when we arrived and the little building was packed.  We had to look for a SEAT and 
two children got up and gave us their seats.  The little children went outside for Sunday School.  Sit-
ting there, I thought about the $4500.00 we had received a couple of weeks ago from a couple in 
Spanish Wells, Bahamas who told us to use the Money for whatever was needed.  I looked around 
the little crowded church and I went outside to see the two classes sitting under a partially built 
shed and I said, “Thank you Lord for bringing us here today.  Thank you for sparing my life during 
my sickness, and thank you that we can still carry out your plans for your people.  I had complete 
peace where the $4500.00 offering should go. 
 
At the end of the service, the pastor asked me to say something to the congregation, and I told them 
about the offering and that my heart was burdened for them to have more room in their church and 
for the children to have a place to get out of the blowing rain and the sun.  I asked them to pray for 
the family that gave this money because since it was given the Bahamas have been hit hard by the 
hurricanes, and we do not know their fate, but we are trusting God that He is taking care of them.

$4500.00 will not complete the work that needs to be done.  The back wall of the church needs to be 
torn down and the church made bigger, and there is room for at least two or more Sunday School 
rooms.  My desire is to have at least $10,000 to start this Project and we want to begin just as soon 
as possible.  The pastor, Brother Merlin Lopez, told me that every Wednesday night the church has 
been praying for this miracle.  We are praying that God will touch hearts to help us with the addi-
tional money needed. 
 
The summer months have been filled with activities and many groups from the United States.  Every 
group is a special blessing. We´ve had testi-
monies of homes without one bite to eat in 
their house when along would come the ¨bus 
of blessings¨ (that´s what they call our bus 
that hauls the groups), and someone would 
come to their door and give them a bag of 
food IN JESUS NAME.  We recently had two 
groups from Arizona who brought solar pow-
ered radios, pre-tuned to Samaritan Radio, 
and they gave out hundreds of these little ra-
dios back in the mountains and the back 
country, giving a Gospel witness to every per-
son who received a radio.  There were many, 
many professions of faith, and our pastors will 
follow up on these. 
 
Please pray for us and the work here.  We have some of the best workers in the world, and we are 

going forward.  God has given us a very large 
family here in Honduras, and we all work to-
gether for the same purpose and that is to 
bring honor and glory to our Lord and win 
souls for Him. 
 
Thank you from the bottom of our hearts for 
your support and for your special offerings 
which are such a blessing. We know that the 
economic conditions in some parts of the 
United States are not so good, and in these 
days we have received notices that our sup-
port has to be dropped or decreased, but we 
have faith that the Lord is going to provide for 
His work here.

Pastors Letters 
Santos Casco, National Director 
We had a Campaign in Jinotega, 150 kilometers from here and two people were saved in this cam-
paign.  The new pastor that was installed here reports that 13 more have been saved and 12 have 
been baptized.    I have been holding meetings in our churches here to raise support for 17 pastors 
who are in small works, some in very poor places and they and their families suffer much.  We also 
have a small Bible Institute on Saturdays where we are teaching 6 new preachers who for one reason 
or another cannot study full time at the Bible Institute in Honduras.  In June I baptized 18 in the 
church in Palacaguina and in other churches in the north I baptized 6.  I am always busy visiting 
churches, encouraging the Pastors and attending the business and constructions of the churches. 
 
Guillermo Acuna, Esteli 
We have a church in the jail with 44 brothers.  We are also building two new church buildings.  I have 
special classes teaching leaders in the church and also I am teaching in the Bible Institute besides 
attending to the mission camps of the church.  Everyday I spend in the work of the Lord.  We need 
$2,000.00 for finish one of our churches. 
 
Efrain Casco, Matagalpa 
In our new mission camp, we have 18 brothers and approximately 25 children.  I have services here 
twice a week.  I walk back from the services some 10 kilometers because there is no transportation 
after dark. 
 
Juan Pablo Gaitan, Juilali 
I have been helping to raise up a new church in Pueblo Nuevo.   My family suffered an accident when 
the bus in which they were riding went over an embankment into a lake.  Many people were wounded 
but my children are okay.  My wife is bruised and very sore.   
 
Luis Gutierrez, New Guinea  
As you know, I am raising up two new works and we now have 47 in Sunday School with 8 saved in 
July.  From June 12 - 19, we had the graduation of 54 Bible Correspondence students and we had 43 
saved. 
 
Aristides Matey, Pueblo Nuebo 
I have been visitng all 11 mission camps and also visiting house to house.  Please pray for our project 
of constructing six Sunday School rooms. 
 
Luis Ramirez, Palacaguina 
We has an evangelistic campaign in one village and have Bible classes for children in two different 
villages.  I have difficulty with my teeth and need to have a lot of work done.  In June, I was taken to 
the hospital very ill with my blood pressure and on the way, the ambulance hit a truck broke my arm.
