We have so much news and so many pictures to show you...How | wish we could afford to send news-
letters more often telling of God’s many, many blessings here in Honduras and Nicaragua.

For those of you who have not seen the Bible Day Parade on the website of Good Samaritan Baptist
Missions, | wish you would go there right now (www.goodsamaritan.ms) and witness the multitude of
people from different churches of our mission on September 25 who marched through the streets of
San Marcos de Colon, Honduras, Bibles in hand, celebrating the translation of the Holy Bible in the
Spanish language. | can remember Bob’s words many years ago when he said, “Have you ever
thought what one spark of fire could do in a dense forest that is as dry as a desert? This is what the
Gospel can do in northern Nicaragua if this spark is placed there by the power of the Holy Spirit". Bob
wrote these words in June of 1970 to our supporters, and on Sunday as | watched the multitude of peo-
ple (and these were just some from each church, not all), his words came to my mind. Not only were
there multitudes marching in Honduras, but in NORTHERN and all parts of Nicaragua...NO ONE CAN
STOP THE GOSPEL OF OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST.

Several of our pastors led the parade, preaching the Gospel in the streets, while others were further
back in the crowds of people, preaching and singing. Pastor Heber Rios of the New Life Baptist
Church in Divisadero can be heard on the video proclaiming the Word of God.

Thank God for the Government of Honduras who declared a day to be set aside as National Bible Day
in Honduras and gives the people permission to walk on the highways, in the streets, wherever they
want, using loudspeakers to proclaim that the HOLY BIBLE IS THE WORD OF GOD....

In August, we were visited by Pastor Randy Bell, Chattanooga, Tennessee, Pastor Donny Chandler,
Douglasville, Georgia, and Pastor Larry Underwood of Panama City, Florida ...each bringing several of
their people with them. This was a wonderful week as 37 followed the Lord in believers baptism. One
was a blind mind, over 80 years old, baptized by Brother Larry. He had never seen a baptism and tried
to sit down in the water, but Bro. Larry so gently put his hand under his arms and laid him down in the
water. | just thought — Isn’t heaven going to be wonderful when this precious old man is able to see
for the first time....

There isn’'t space to mention all of the groups who have blessed us with their presence. Pastor
Hershel Hicks with a group from the Nellie Head Baptist, along with a group from the Harvest Baptist
Church in Acworth, Georgia, were such a blessing to the people here. They have helped to provide so
many things for the work and are sending dress shirts for all of our pastors that we will be giving to
them for Christmas. Pastor Neil Anderson, Pastor Champ Agan, along with his two sons who are pas-
tors, Rodney and Mark, and Pastor Ricky Bice of Georgia, were all used greatly of the Lord to bring en-
couragement to us. A large group from Arizona spent two weeks giving out solar powered radios, pre-
turned to Samaritan radio, which resulted in many professions of faith. At the same time, a dental

group was here to help the employees of our mission.




A group headed up by Pastor Tim
Tindle not only blessed us here, but
Brother Tim has been called to help
Good Samaritan Missions in the
U.S. He is resigning his pastorate
and will be going on the road as a
representative in the churches
there. We are so happy over this
good news and encourage pastors
to call our office in Villa Rica if you
would like for Brother Tim to come
to your church. We will be telling
you more about him and his family
in a future letter.

There have been so many wonder-
ful things going on here — eight
groups since our last letter---
salvations, baptisms, church build-
ings and pastorium constructions
finished. It has been said a picture
is better than a thousand words, so
we want to get in as many pictures
as possible so that you can SEE
what you are helping to do here.

In closing, let me tell you about two
urgent needs we have....A
pastorium and S.S. rooms for the
church, Sinai Baptist in Choluteca.
THE CHURCH CONSTRUCTION IS
FINISHED and what a beautiful
church it is. The pastor and his
family have no where to live. Right
now they are living in a small room.
There is just enough room behind
the church to build Sunday School
rooms on the first floor and rooms
for the pastor and his family above.
We can do this for $18,000.00. We
are starting this by faith, believing
with all our heart that this is God’s
will.  There are 89 children in
Sunday School and not one place
for them to have classes. Please
consider helping us on this
project...No one person has to give
it all, unless they want to, of
course, but individual and church
offerings would be such a blessing.
The pastor here is Merlin Lopez.




Many of your know Brother Carmen Carcamo who
moved to Guaimaca, Honduras, two hours from
Tegucigalpa, to begin a church a couple of years
ago. We visited Brother Carmen two weeks ago
and saw the beautiful church that Floyd Road
Baptist Church in Austell, Georgia, made
possible....Brother Carmen also needs a place to
live. He is having to pay $150.00 a month rent and
only receives $265.00, which leaves him very little
money to live on and provide for his family.
Brother Carmen is doing a great job in Guaimaca
and our hearts were touched to help him have a
place to live. There is a lot of space beside the
church and he would be there to take care of the
church. He has to load up all the PA equipment,
etc., after each service and take to his house
several blocks away to keep someone from
breaking in and stealing it. | know there are
people who would be willing to help Brother
Carmen and his people. We are estimating
around $18,000 for this pastorium as well.

| have a lot of responsibility now that Bob's health
is so bad, but thank the Lord for my two sons who
are such a blessing. Steve stays busy with the
eight radio stations, and, by the way, thank all of
you who helped him to be able to increase the
power on the Comayagua station. What a
blessing this is. Only eternity will reveal what this
radio ministry is doing in the hearts of people
here in Central America. Philip, the oldest, has
re-dedicated his life to the Lord and is such a
blessing to me in the way of buying for all the
construction projects, food for the Feed the
Hungry kitchens and dorm students. He also
keeps the website up to date which is a blessing
for many people. Now he has set up a system
whereby all the childrens letters are sent direct by
email to the sponsors who have internet service.
All of our grandchildren, Stephany, Philip, Jr.,
Michael and Ashely, are in good health which is
something to be thankful for.

We just thank the Lord for His tender loving care
and mercy to us, and to all of you who love us and
hold us up in your prayers and your financial

support.
